SERMON The Evidence of Love

How do we know the resurrection is real? This question has been asked for two thousand years.
Every Easter, we gather in beautiful churches. We sing joyful hymns. We see flowers placed on
the altar. But underneath all the celebration, there is often a quiet voice in our hearts asking: How
do we know? How do we know that Jesus—the same Jesus who was crucified on a Roman cross,
who suffered and died, and was laid in a cold stone tomb—was truly raised to life on the third
day?

If we are honest, it sounds impossible. Death feels final. We see it in our own lives, in our
families, and in our communities. We know what it means to come to the end of something. So
when we say that the grave is empty, we are making one of the boldest claims in all of human
history. This morning, I want us to think about three ways of “knowing.” We will think about the
evidence of the senses, the evidence of history, and the evidence of the heart.

The first people who knew about the resurrection experienced it through their own senses—their
eyes, their ears, and their hands. The Gospel stories are not written as myths or legends. They are
told as the witness of people who believed they were describing something real.

For those first followers, the resurrection was not an idea. It was a shock. They saw Jesus alive
again. They sat with him. They heard his voice—his familiar tone, the way he always spoke.



They touched his hands and saw his scars. They even watched him eat with them. He spoke
about things only Jesus could know—shared memories, moments they had lived together, the
way he explained Scripture. For them, the resurrection was something they knew with their
whole bodies.

But there is something important to notice. That kind of knowing belonged to them. It does not
belong to us in the same way. We were not there. We were not in the upper room. We were not at
the empty tomb. If the resurrection is only something that happened long ago, it can feel like just
a story in a book—something distant and hard to connect with. So we need to look deeper.

In the Gospel of John, we see different reactions to the empty tomb. Mary Magdalene arrives
first. She is grieving. Her heart is heavy with loss. When she sees that the stone has been moved,
she does not think of resurrection. She thinks someone has taken the body. She runs to tell the
others.

Then Peter and another disciple—likely John—run to the tomb. They do not find Jesus. They
find something very strange. The linen cloths are there, neatly folded. It is such a human moment.
Peter looks carefully. He tries to understand. He is thinking, analyzing, trying to make sense of
what he sees—but he cannot reach a conclusion. He is left confused.

But John responds differently. The Gospel tells us that John saw—and believed. He did not have
all the answers. He could not explain how it happened. He did not have proof in a scientific sense.
What he had was “the empty.” He saw the absence of death where death should have been. And
somehow, that was enough for him to take a step toward faith.

That is very close to where we are today. We do not see Jesus standing in front of us. But we do
see “empty places” in our lives—places where something new begins, even when we cannot
fully explain it. Faith often begins right there—not with certainty, but with trust.

Because we cannot see the resurrection directly, we often look for evidence the way historians do.
In science, we test things in a lab. But in history, we look at what happened affer an event to
understand what must have taken place.

Think of it like a family story. Imagine you find old medals from the Second World War in your
home. You were not there. You did not hear the sounds of battle. But you know the war was real.
Why? Because you see the evidence in the life of someone you love. You hear their stories. You
notice how their experiences shaped them—how they value peace, how they carry themselves,
how they remember.

The resurrection works in a similar way. Look at what happened after Jesus’ death. In our
reading from Acts, Peter stands before a crowd and speaks with courage and clarity. He says,
“God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power.” He speaks about Jesus’
life, his death, and then boldly declares: “God raised him.”

Now think about who Peter was before this. Just a few weeks earlier, Peter was afraid. He denied
even knowing Jesus—three times. He hid behind locked doors, afraid for his life. So what
changed? How did a frightened man become so bold?



Within a short time, these followers of Jesus became fearless. They were willing to suffer, to be
imprisoned, and even to die for their message. People do not risk their lives for something they
know 1is not true. Something happened to them. Something changed them. The most powerful
explanation is that they truly encountered the risen Christ.

And yet, even history is not enough. For the resurrection to matter to us today, it must move from
our minds into our hearts. It must become something we experience in our lives. Peter gives us a
key in Acts: “Everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name.”

Throughout his life, Jesus showed God’s love in action. He forgave people whom others rejected.
He welcomed those who were pushed aside. He healed, restored, and lifted people up. And even
on the cross, as he was suffering, he prayed: “Father, forgive them.”

The resurrection is God’s “yes” to that prayer. It is God’s “Amen” to love. It tells us that love is
stronger than hate, that forgiveness is stronger than sin, and that life is stronger than death. This

1s where the resurrection becomes real for us.

Every time we forgive someone who has hurt us, we are living the resurrection. Every time we
choose compassion instead of anger, we are living the resurrection. Every time we reach out to
someone who is lonely or struggling, we are living the resurrection.

As a church, we are called to follow the way of Jesus. We do not just talk about resurrection—we
live it. We see it when we visit someone who feels forgotten. We see it when we listen with care
and patience. We see it when we let go of old hurts that have weighed us down for years. We see
it when we choose hope, even when things feel uncertain.

I have seen this in our own community. I have seen people find peace after carrying pain for
many years. | have seen kindness bring healing where there was distance. I have seen small acts
of love make a real difference in someone’s life. These are not small things. These are signs of
resurrection. They are signs that Jesus is still alive and at work among us.

So this morning, where do you find yourself? Maybe you are wondering. Maybe you are unsure.
Maybe you are quietly hoping. That is okay. You do not need to have every answer. Just look
around you. Look at the ways lives are changed. Look at the ways hearts are healed. Look at the
ways love continues to grow, even in difficult places. That is where we begin to see the truth of
the resurrection.

When I see a person find peace after years of struggle, I see the resurrection. When I see a
community come together to care for one another, I see the resurrection. When I see love
continue, even after loss, I know that the tomb is empty. The resurrection of Jesus is real because
his love is still alive. It is alive in this church. It is alive in this community. It is alive in you. So
let us say it together, not just with our voices, but with our lives: Jesus Christ is risen! He is
risen indeed! Hallelujah!
